Volunteer Fire Department 
Are You Following Debris Burning laws? Brush, tree trimmings, stumps, weeds, leaves, grass, shrubbery and crop residues 

may be burned only on the property where they originated. Also permissible to burn are wastes such as wood or paper that are 

generated by 1, 2, or 3 family residences, agricultural wastes including fence posts and scrap lumber. People responsible for 

the fire must ensure that the fire is located at a point on the premises no less than 1,000 feet from any inhabited building not 

located on the property.  Food waste, dead animals, and materials containing rubber, grease, or petroleum (such as tires & 

plastics) cannot be burned anywhere. Burning a building is not allowed. If you are planning a large burn of some type, or if 

you are considering burning a structure or building, please contact our Fire Department first. Avoid an unnecessary Fire Dept.

 When spring finally arrives, please use caution when burning ditches, stumps, etc. Brush fires can spread quickly, cause 

damage, and require a lot of manpower & equipment to extinguish. Winds can quickly change fires from under control to out 

of control!    

Is your driveway well marked?  Sometimes snow can make distinguishing driveways nearly impossible. Imagine the need 

for a Fire or EMS response and they are unable to see your driveway entrance or path! Please consider and mark your 

driveway with stakes or reflectors. Also make sure you have ample overhead and side-to-side clearance down your driveway 

for the larger emergency vehicles. Remove obstructions such as tree branches and address any issues with overhead wires. 

Make sure your street address is clearly visible. Your consideration will allow our department to make a fast response when 

you are in need.
